v. 13 – I  do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead
Phil 3:6 – …as to the righteousness which is in the Law, found blameless.
B. Don’t be crippled by failures
Phil 3:6 – as to zeal, a persecutor of the church;

Rom 10:9-10 –That if you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved; for with the heart a person believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation.
III. Rightly Pursue Christ Passionately
