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Luke 13:1-35
5 results of believing the gospel of Christ
I. Repentance that Leads to Fruitfulness
A. Two contemporary tragedies
1. Galileans killed by Pilate while they were worshipping
Luke 13:1 - Now on the same occasion there were some present who reported to Him about the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mixed with their sacrifices. 
2. Eighteen persons who died when the Tower of Siloam fell
Luke 13:4 - Or do you suppose that those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them were worse culprits than all the men who live in Jerusalem? 
B. Wrong possible responses to those events
Luke 13:2 - And Jesus said to them, “Do you suppose that these Galileans were greater sinners than all other Galileans because they suffered this fate?” 
Luke 13:4 - Or do you suppose that those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them were worse culprits than all the men who live in Jerusalem? 
John 9:1-2 - As He passed by, He saw a man blind from birth. And His disciples asked Him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he would be born blind?” 
C. The desired effect.
Luke 13:3 - I tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish. 
Luke 13:5 - I tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.
Proverbs 28:13 - He who conceals his transgressions will not prosper, but he who confesses and forsakes them will find compassion. 
II. Compassion that Leads to Authenticity
A. A woman's hardship
Luke 13:10-11 - And He was teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath. And there was a woman who for eighteen years had had a sickness caused by a spirit; and she was bent double, and could not straighten up at all. 
B. The Savior's tenderness
Luke 13:12-13 - When Jesus saw her, He called her over and said to her, “Woman, you are freed from your sickness.” And He laid His hands on her; and immediately she was made erect again and began glorifying God. 
C. The religious leader's hypocrisy
Luke 13:14 - But the synagogue official, indignant because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath, began saying to the crowd in response, “There are six days in which work should be done; so come during them and get healed, and not on the Sabbath day.” 
Luke 13:15-16 - But the Lord answered him and said, “You hypocrites, does not each of you on the Sabbath untie his ox or his donkey from the stall and lead him away to water him? “And this woman, a daughter of Abraham as she is, whom Satan has bound for eighteen long years, should she not have been released from this bond on the Sabbath day?” 
Luke 13:17 - As He said this, all His opponents were being humiliated; and the entire crowd was rejoicing over all the glorious things being done by Him. 
III. Investment that Leads to Results
A. It often begins small
Luke 13:19 - It is like a mustard seed, which a man took and threw into his own garden…; 
Luke 13:21 - It is like leaven, which a woman took and hid in three pecks of flour… 
B. The results can be dramatic
Luke 13:19 - It is like a mustard seed, which a man took and threw into his own garden…; and it grew and became a tree, and the birds of the air nested in its branches.
Luke 13:21 - It is like leaven, which a woman took and hid in three pecks of flour… until it was all leavened.
IV. Urgency that Leads to Readiness
A. An Important question
Luke 13:23 - And someone said to Him, “Lord, are there just a few who are being saved?” 
B. A sobering answer
Luke 13:24-27 - Strive to enter through the narrow door; for many, I tell you, will seek to enter and will not be able. Once the head of the house gets up and shuts the door, and you begin to stand outside and knock on the door, saying, “Lord, open up to us!” then He will answer and say to you, “I do not know where you are from.” Then you will begin to say, “We ate and drank in Your presence, and You taught in our streets”; and He will say, “I tell you, I do not know where you are from; depart from Me, all you evildoers.” 
Romans 1:16 - For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 
2 Peter 1:10-11 - Therefore, brethren, be all the more diligent to make certain about His calling and choosing you; for as long as you practice these things, you will never stumble; for in this way the entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ will be abundantly supplied to you. 
V. Focus that Leads to Concern
Luke 13:34 - O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the city that kills the prophets and stones those sent to her! How often I wanted to gather your children together, just as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, and you would not have it!
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
